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Language and culture are inseparable when researching or studying each. Therefore, this
one semester 3-hour course focuses on different aspect in life in terms of how these two
interact closely with each other. The textbook is obviously too thick a choice for a.one
semester course; however, this is a very classical book in language and culture field.

In order to introduce as many aspects as possible within a limited time frame, quite a few
chapters were chosen to be studied and discussed in class. Students are also expected to
write a short paper with a topic of their choice in language and culture,
