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This is a one year course. Thus, for this semester, the course will only cover half of what the
course will eventually cover. For this semester, this 2-hour course will cover the first six
chapters from this book. They are: Introduction, The Grammar-Translation Method, The
Direct Method, The Audio-Lingual Method, The Silent Way and Desuggestopedia.

For every chapter, students are expected to listen to the lecture first, answer and discuss
questions, watch demo video if available, and then form groups to demonstrate their
understanding of the method introduced. Therefore, it takes two to three weeks to cover one
chapter. The following is the tentative schedule for this course.
