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Intreduce students to the field of operations management, This course will incorporates concepts from general management,
cost accounting, marketing, industrial engineering and statistics as related to organization's operations. Major emphasis will
be placed on the building of quantitative models and applications,
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Major topics covered in this course are:

System Design - Linear Programming, Reliability, Decision Theory
Inventory Management - EOQ Model, MRP Model, Scheduling
Location Planning - Transportation Model

Quality - TQM, Quality Control, Acceptance Sampling
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
