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The English course aims at enabling the student to hear,speak, read and write. That allows the student to found their basic
English skills, and interests them to enjoy English literature. The course content would be the four parts: — ~ lectures on
textbook, — -~ exercises on questions, =. * reinforcement on applied skills, PY ~ the foreign country and its people cited to
help studying during the class. An one-hour active listening course focused on increasing the listening skills is designed by
playing the cassette in the language lab every week.

Meanwhile, I'd like to invite Pro. Lin, the chair of the Applied Language Department, foreign Pro. John Gary, and Pro.
Thomson to give one or two speech to students by the term over, in order to benefit them much more.
