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The main purposrs of this course are let students understand the basic accounting concepts and theories. Lectures of this

class emphasize the recording of transaction, accounting process,and the financial statements. Topics introduced in this

course include cash, accouning for receivables , inventories , plant and intangible assets, liabilities, etc. as well as

accounting for partnerships, corporate accounting, investments and the statement of cash flow. The students will learn

the general accunting knowledge thoroughly.
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
